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D. DELEGATIONS 
 
Sophie Tamas, TYPS  
Re: Seeking an increase of $10,000 in annual funding from the Town 
 
The TYPS mandate is to provide accessible, inclusive programs and opportunities which 
develop job skills, promote strong citizenship values and address challenges commonly 
faced by youth (defined as 12 – 18 year olds) such as delinquency and substance 
abuse.   The critical services they provide have a direct influence on the quality of life of 
the youth involved.   
 
The recent arrival of a County-funded Executive Director has allowed TYPS to expand 
its programs and services and the number of visitors per week has been steadily 
increasing.  The County also gave support for the launch of new after school programs in 
2009.  TYPS is however running on “a bare bones budget” and has not received an 
increase in funding from the Town since 2006.   Reserves will be depleted at the end of 
2009.  They are requesting an additional $10,000 annually from the Town, for a total of 
$24,000 annually, in order to support the current level of youth services offered and 
advance funding for 2010 in January/February.   
 
TYPS was asked to provide any statistics available on crime avoidance related to youth 
centres as well as the number of visits to the centre and the number of different youth 
visiting. 
 
Chairperson Edwards thanked Ms.Tamas for the presentation and advised her that 
Council will give this request consideration during the budget and municipal grant 
application process. 
 

E. BUSINESS ARISING OUT OF MINUTES 
 
1. Motion to approve additional fees to Cooke and Associates - referred back to the 

Finance, Administration and Policy Committee from the Council meeting held 
November 2, 2009 
 
Mr. Cooke made a second request to Council for extra professional fees related to 
the AOTH project.  The first request made in February 2009 resulted in Council 
approving additional fees in the amount of $14,625.00 for extra work associated with 
preparing the specifications and construction administration for the roofing 
component of Tender #09-01.   
 
The CAO reviewed and explained her report which offered three options to address 
the latest request for Council’s consideration, all resulting in payment of additional 
fees of approximately $75,000 (which includes disbursements) as a full and final 
settlement for all phases of the exterior repairs to the AOTH.  The additional fees are 
requested primarily due to the change in scope of the project and the longer time 
period the project covers. There are still two phases of the project to be completed.  
It was noted that the staff of John Cooke endorse this proposal and have agreed not 
to come back for additional fees over the next phases of the project 
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Moved by Councillor Ferguson 
Seconded by Mayor Lunney 
THAT the Finance, Administration and Policy Committee recommends that 
Council authorizes a final settlement of additional consulting fees to John G. 
Cooke & Associated Ltd. Consulting Engineers of $75,000 (including 
disbursements) as a final settlement of additional fees for all phases of the 
exterior repairs to the Almonte Old Town Hall; 
 
AND FURTHERMORE THAT the additional fees be paid out in accordance with 
the various phases of work.

WHEREAS the Ontario Municipal Partnership Fund (OMPF) was introduced in 
2005 to replace the Community Reinvestment Fund (CRF) as the Province’s 
main transfer payment to Municipalities; 
 
AND WHEREAS the OMPF funding is a major source of operating revenue at 
14.15% for the Town of Mississippi Mills and has remained consistent at $1.26 
million since 2005; 
 
AND WHEREAS the Town of Mississippi Mills has received a stable funding 
guarantee to supplement the eligible calculated OMPF amount using the 
Provincial formulae since 2005; 
 
AND WHEREAS on an annual basis municipalities fear that the stable funding 
guarantee will be eliminated thereby requiring tax rate increases to fund 
essential local services and infrastructure or the loss of key programs; 
 
AND WHEREAS for the Town of Mississippi Mills this loss of the stable 
funding guarantee will result in a 5.62% tax rate increase in 2010, in a year 
where the funding is necessary due to the implementation of year two of the 
four year phase- in for property reassessments across the Province, and the 
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funding of projects that the municipality received 1/3 capital infrastructure 
grants for through various Provincial-Federal programs; 
 
AND WHEREAS municipalities require sustainable funding to mitigate tax rate 
increases particularly in years of economic downturn; 
AND WHEREAS the notification to municipalities regarding their annual 
allocation occurs late in the fiscal year for the following budget year and does 
not provide sufficient notice for municipalities to determine alternate funding 
sources; 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Province of Ontario maintain 
stable funding under the OMPF for 2010 at its current level and develop by 
May 31, 2010 a long term sustainable plan for the OMPF so that Municipalities 
can prepare for their future.

G. PUBLIC MEETING 
 

1. Proposed Zoning By-law Amendment  
East Part of Lot 16, Conc. 10, being Part 1 on Plan RP 26R-1345, municipally 
known as Sadler Estates, Almonte Ward 
(2000396 Ontario Inc. - Bassile) 
 

The Chair of the Committee of Adjustment indicated that this was a public meeting under 
Section 45 of the Planning Act.  The Planner would present the Planning Report, after 
which the Councillors would be given an opportunity to ask questions for clarification.  
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Following that the applicant and the public would be given an opportunity to ask 
questions and present their opinions. 
 
The Planner referred to his written report, summarizing the application saying that one 
year ago, the County of Lanark had granted draft plan approval for the Plan of 
Subdivision which applied to Phase 1 of the Saddler Estates.  This approval included 11 
single detached dwelling lots, 14 semi-detached dwelling lots, 3 multiple dwelling blocks 
and blocks for a walkway, parkland, storm water management and road widening.  He 
said that the property currently is zoned Rural in the Community Official Plan and the 
Zoning By-law 01-70 and a condition of the Draft Plan Approval is the rezoning of the 
Phase 1 lands to OS1 to create parkland, R2-12h and R3-9h  to deal with lot frontage, 
setbacks and driveway length.  He said this application would lift the holding zone from 
the first 21 units and any further development would require a lifting of the holding zone 
designation.  He read from his report saying the rezoning would create the following 
zoning provisions: 
 
The Residential Type 2 Exception 12 Holding (R2-12H) zone. 
  
• Minimum lot frontage of 15m (49ft) for a single detached dwelling,  
• Minimum front yard setback of 3.5m (11.48ft)  
• Minimum exterior side yard of 3.5m (11.48ft) for all dwelling types on the lands zoned 

Residential Type 2 Exception 12 Holding (R2-12H) zone. 
• Maximum extension of an attached garage or carport of 2.5m (8.2ft) beyond the main 

building wall or a covered porch that is at least 2.5m (8.2ft) in width. 
• Maximum width of an attached garage of 4.9m (16.1ft) and a maximum driveway 

width of 3.5m (11.5ft) for lots less than 15m (49.2ft), a garage width of 6.4m (21ft) 
and a maximum driveway width of 6m (19.7ft) for lots equal to or more than 15m 
(49.2ft) and less than 18m (59.1ft), and a maximum attached garage width of 
9.5m(31.2ft) and a maximum driveway width of 9m (29.5ft) for lots greater than 18m 
(59.1ft) 

• Minimum length of a driveway shall be 12m (39.4ft) from the back of curb or back of 
sidewalk, as the case may be.  

 
The Residential Type 3 Exception 9 Holding (R3-9h) zone. 
 
• Minimum lot frontage of 10.8m (35.4ft) for a single detached dwelling,  
• Minimum lot area of 330m2 (3,552.1ft2),   
• Minimum front yard setback of 3.5m (11.48ft)  
• Minimum exterior side yard of 3.5m (11.48ft) for all dwelling types.  
• Maximum extension of an attached garage or carport of 2.5m (8.2ft) beyond the main 

building wall or a covered porch that is at least 2.5m (8.2ft) in width. 
• Maximum width of an attached garage of 3.8m (12.5ft) and a maximum driveway 

width  of 3.0m (9.8ft) for lots less than or equal to 7m (23ft), 4.9m (16.1ft) and a 
maximum driveway width of 3.5m (11.5ft) for lots more than 7m (23ft) and less than 
or equal to 12m (39.4ft), a garage width of 6.4m (21ft) and a maximum driveway 
width of 6m (19.7ft) for lots more than 12m (39.4ft) and less than 18m (59.1ft), and a 
maximum attached garage width of 9.5m(31.2ft) and a maximum driveway width of 
9m (29.5ft) for lots greater than 18m (59.1ft) 
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• Minimum length of a driveway shall be 12m (39.4ft) from the back of curb or back of 
sidewalk, as the case may be.  

 
He added that the amendment would create a zoning provision to accommodate the 
creation of a central park for the development. 

 
The Committee had a general discussion regarding the look of the streetscape with the 
proposed setbacks and asked several questions regarding the setback requirements for 
the homes and garages.  The Planner responded that both the Official Plan and the 
Provincial Policy Statement encouraged smaller lots with smaller frontage.  He said that 
the development would be denser than what the community is accustomed to but 
believed that this type of development would result in more affordable housing as it 
would reduce the cost of servicing the lots and would encourage more of a community 
feel.  The Committee also discussed the proposed rear laneway and expressed concern 
over laneway ownership and felt further consideration should be given to the application 
to process the laneway ownership and zoning together.   
 
The Planner said the application was consistent with the Provincial Policy Statement, 
that it attempted to incorporate the design guidelines and recommended support of it. 
 
The Chair invited comments by the applicant and Mr. Doug Grant, Planner, answered 
questions on his behalf.  The Committee questioned what type of homes could be built 
on the properties should another developer purchase lots.  Mr. Grant told the Committee 
that the 15m lots could easily accommodate a bungalow, the 18m lots could 
accommodate a two-storey, 4000ft2 house and a 10.8m lot could accommodate a 1200 – 
1500ft2 bungalow.  When questioned about the maximum building foot print, the Planner 
responded that coverage was 45%. 
 
The Chair invited comments from the public.  Mr. John Levi questioned why the Town 
would consider owning a 20ft laneway. 
 
The applicant, Mr. Wilson Bassile, commented that he thought this subdivision was 
ground-breaking in that it was moving away from garages protruding in front yards and 
would result in giving these neighbourhoods more of a community feeling.  He felt that 
the question of lane ownership could be resolved. 
 
Further discussion by the Committee concerned the projection of the garage beyond the 
front of the home.  The Committee was told that a garage could only project beyond a 
covered front porch which would be limited to 2.4m beyond the front of the house.

received 1/3 capital infrastructure grants for through various Provincial-Federal 
programs; 
 
AND WHEREAS municipalities require sustainable funding to mitigate tax rate increases 
particularly in years of economic downturn; 
 
AND WHEREAS the notification to municipalities regarding their annual allocation 
occurs late in the fiscal year for the following budget year and does not provide sufficient 
notice for municipalities to determine alternate funding sources;
